It’s a clean and comfortable restaurant 
with great food.  Chapala’s has “Americanized” and “Authentica” Mexican.
 
I recommend going Authentica Mexicana here. I like the Mexican Tacos with 
marinated chipped steak (Carne Asada). “Mexican” tacos mean you get 
onions and cilantro on top of the steak on a flat corn tortilla.  I recently tried 
the “American” tacos with ground beef, lettuce and cheese in place of the 
onion and cilantro………….Good but you can have them anywhere.  
Chapala’s has a great HOT sauce.  It will light you up.  Mix it with the mild. 
Great food in a location seldom considered by the masses …Check it out!
